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 The morning of Sept.11, 2001 changed life forever as we know it.  Three thousand people lost their lives that morning and it was the highest death toll by a foreign attack in the history of the U.S.  Your job will be to deconstruct and then reconstruct government pre and post 9/11.  In other words, you will be examining, researching and writing about the governmental infrastructure before and after the attacks. It will help to look at the 9/11 commission report located on my website under links.  You may just want to view the summary. Also, I have also placed about four sources on my website titled: other sources to help get you started.
Paper requirements:

Your paper must be typed and double-spaced, avoiding any headings. Your paper must be a minimum of 8 pages in length. This does not include the title page or works cited page. Your pages must be numbered, of course skipping the title and first pages.  You must have a title page that has the name of the class, my name and your name. One staple will suffice NO PLASTIC COVERS. Do not come into class with your paper folded on the edge it must be stapled.  Use a minimum of quotations or stories that distract the reader.  Be cautious to use credible sources and when in doubt ask.  Be ready to provide me updates and I may periodically ask that you turn in what you have completed.  I am available at any time to assist you with this project.

INFO-COACH -Our class has been assigned an ACC Librarian for this project. The librarian has put together a list of valuable research areas that will assist you greatly with this project. They will share this information with us during the first week of class.  If you need assistance with your research these two librarians will be the point of contact.

I. (worth10 points)
Provide an overview of the events of 9/11.  This should include the facts in a narrative format.   Include the information available on the flights in New York, Washington D.C and the Pennsylvania planes. Detail any information about the hijackers including their backgrounds and any affiliations.  This should be the shortest portion of your paper no more than 2 pages.
II. (worth 20 points)
Describe the bureaucratic infrastructure that was overseeing terrorism pre 9/11. This should include a narrative of all branches of government that were involved and their responsibilities.  List and discuss all the agencies that were involved.  Identify and discuss the relationship between the agencies and the bureaucrats. This should include any policies that the government had toward terrorism domestic and foreign. List any preventive measures that the government sought to fight terrorism.  Incorporate why experts think the government failed to prevent the attack.
III (worth 20 points)

Describe the bureaucratic infrastructure that was put in place to oversee terrorism post 9/11. This should include a narrative of all branches of government that were involved and their responsibilities.  List and discuss all the agencies that were involved.  Identify and discuss the relationship between the agencies and the bureaucrats.  Last, what if any components are in place currently that could deal with another attack at this level.  You may also want to look at anything that the U.S. borrowed from the London governments (subway attack) and Spain (train attack). 
IV. ( worth 15 points)
Conclusion-You will need to discuss the government’s response (verbal and action based) to the attacks as well as incorporate any goals and time frames that the government has put in place. Include why the policies exist. You will need to answer the question: Can democracy and the war on terrorism co-exist?  You will need to provide a detailed discussion regarding solutions to the issue.  
V.(worth 10 points)

Works Cited page should exclusively follow the MLA format. (Modern Language Associaton)You can find the link on my website.  You must use at a minimum 6 sources.  Yes, you can use the internet for all of your sources but you must include:  a newspaper article, a magazine article and one interview.  You may either cite using parenthetical documentation or endnotes.  All work from others must be cited.  
Presentation: 
You must complete a short presentation of your findings.  If you do not complete the presentation I cannot accept your paper.
