Philosophy:  Susan Alvarado, Don Becker, and Azzurra Crispino.   
Arts and Humanities Division:  Kathryn Benson is our new Senior Administrative Assistant. 
 
In addition, several programs and initiatives are now firmly woven into the fabric of our 

departments and division:  ACC Student Literary Readings at Austin Java; the Free Minds Project with the 

Humanities Institute at UT; the Dance Exchange with Spelman College in Atlanta; the Pro Arts Collective 

joint production; the Art@ACC college-wide student exhibits; the Academic Cooperative in Creative 

Writing; travel abroad in art history, drawing, ceramics, and Spanish; and student participation in the 

regional American College Dance Festival and to the American College Theater Festival.  This year we 

add two more:  Constitution Day Celebration and Carnival ah!   None of these programs and projects 

existed at ACC four years ago.   

As you know, my two watch words for the division are Access and Excellence.  These two values 

have very deep roots in this division.  We give access to students learning English as a second language, 

including the deaf and hard of hearing whose first language is American Sign Language; access to 

creative students who need teachers creative enough to engage and support them; and access to 

students who want the most traditional of a liberal arts education in philosophy and in languages.  And 

excellence is everyone’s goal and almost everyone’s accomplishment.   



We achieve excellence when students complete four semesters of a foreign language (this year 

students celebrated our first 4th-semester in Chinese); excellence in critical and in creative thinking; 

excellence in publishing a poem or story, choreographing a dance, performing in a play, and exhibiting a 

work of art.   In fact, every initiative listed in the previous paragraph is an example of how we provide 

opportunities for students to excel in their educational pursuits. 

At the center of these achievements is a dedicated, energetic faculty providing our students 

with the knowledge, skills, and opportunities for excellence.  This is why we take such care in selecting 

faculty.  This is why the faculty works so hard to provide students with real engagement with the 

substance and performance of their subjects. 

So another year begins.  For 2008-2009, I will encourage us to find ways to deepen our 

commitment to excellence in teaching.  Last year, I asked each department to look for ways to include 

formative peer review as part of their professional development or faculty evaluation processes.  This 

year I will ask that departments continue, deepen, and expand what they have achieved.     

In addition, I invite all faculty to find ways to participate in Carnival ah!  Carnival ah! has grown 

from discussions among faculty and staff  who expressed interest in bringing back the old Arts and 

Humanities Festival.  For about six months, a group of faculty, now lead by drama faculty member 

Arthur Adair, met to re-envision the old festival.  What they have come up with is a year-long journey in 

the arts, humanities, and culture that will culminate in a three-day festival on April 2-4.     

The year-long journey portion is an intellectual and cultural pilgrimage focusing on the themes 

of Voice, Identity, and Dissent.   Arthur and his committee have devised clever ways—both actual and 

virtual—to encourage discussion, analysis, and many other sorts of pleasurable interactions with various 

Arts and Humanities events.      The three-day carnival portion will resemble the old Arts and Humanities 

Festival, but will feature a compressed schedule of student, faculty, and professional performances and 

presentations.      One aspect of Carnival ah! that most excites me is that we will welcome high school 

students and citizens to ACC to share in our journey, in our joy of teaching and engaging student 

learning, and  in our pursuits of access and excellence. 

So this year, I invite you, once again, to challenge yourself as you challenge your students to excellence.   

One aspect of excellence that people often forget to mention is that, along with the hard work and such, 

doing thing well is just plain fun.  I invite you to stay involved with your department and the division and 

to join the carnival that is Arts and Humanities.

For additional 

information regarding your email visit http://www.austincc.edu/helpdesk/email/index.html 

FERPA (Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act) 
 

Confidentiality 

FERPA is a federal law passed by Congress in 1974 that protects the privacy of student 

educational records.  FERPA governs both the release of educational records as well as access to 

these records.  When a student who is younger than 18 attends a school beyond the high school 

level (for instance, ACC’s dual credit students), these FERPA privacy rights extend to that 

student.  Generally, written permission from the student is required in order to release any 

information from a student’s educational record, even when releasing that information to the 

parent or guardian of the student. 

In general, all student information must be treated as confidential; even public or “directory” 

information such as a student’s name, address, or telephone number is subject to restriction on 

an individual basis.  Release of information contained in a student’s educational records without 

the written consent of the person identified is in violation of FERPA.   

 

Release of Information 

Parents, relatives, spouses, and employers often apply a great deal of pressure on faculty 

members to obtain information about grades, test scores, class schedules, or other confidential 

information.  You may never release student information to anyone other than the student - this 

includes parents or guardians – without the written consent of the student. 

Release of information by telephone should ONLY be made when you have positively identified 

the person to whom you are speaking by asking a series of questions, the answers to which 

would be known only by the student. 

In no case should a student’s information be released by e-mail.  There is no guarantee of 

confidentiality when sending grades via e-mail.  ACC would be held responsible if an 

unauthorized third party gained access, in any manner, to a student’s educational record 

through any electronic transmission method.  A third party in this definition could be a parent or 

guardian, boyfriend or girlfriend, spouse or roommate.   

Only secure Web sites such as Blackboard are approved by FERPA for accessing grade 

information. 

 

Grades 

The public posting of grades, whether by a student’s name, ACC student ID number, Social 

Security number, or any portion of either number, without the student’s written permission, is a 

violation of FERPA.  Even with names obscured, numeric student identifiers are considered 

personally identifiable information.   

Notification of grades via a postcard also violates a student’s privacy.

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Letters of Recommendation 

Letters of recommendation on behalf of a student that contain specific information from the 

student’s educational record, such as grades or a student’s grade point average, are in violation 

of FERPA unless the faculty member has received prior written permission from the student to 

disclose that information.  When you receive requests from students for letters of 

recommendations, you should have the student sign a written authorization enabling you to 

disclose such relevant information in the letter.  Without written authorization, the letter should 

not contain information from the student’s educational record that is protected by FERPA. 

 

Guidelines 

To avoid violations of FERPA, please: 

 Do not at any time use the Social Security number, ACC student identification number, or 
any portion of either number, in a public posting of grades.  You must also change the 
alphabetical listing order of students to avoid the ability to identify a student in the class 
roster sequence. 

 

 Do not ever link the name of a student with that student’s Social Security number or ACC 
student ID number in any public manner.  

 

 Do not leave graded tests or papers or other coursework in a stack for students to pick 
up by sorting through the tests or papers or coursework of all students. 

 

 Do not ask a student to help you distribute graded work to the other students in a class. 
 

 Do not circulate as an attendance roster a printed class list with student name and 
identification number or grades.  

 

 Do not circulate a printed class list with student name and identification number or 
grades as a means of verifying enrollment data. 

 

 Do not discuss the progress of any student with anyone other than the student, including 
a parent or guardian, without the consent of the student.  You may, however, discuss 
student progress with your department chair and your dean when necessary, since they 
have a legitimate educational interest in student records when issues arise. 

 

 Do not provide anyone with lists of students enrolled in your classes for any purpose. 
 

 Do not provide anyone with student schedules.  Do not assist anyone other than ACC 
employees in finding a student on campus. 

 

Because your job places you in a position of trust here at ACC, you play an integral part in 

ensuring that student information and student educational records are handled properly.  

Students have a right to expect that their academic records are being treated with all due care, 

diligence, and respect.  Please treat all student information with the greatest care.

Instructional Loads and Overloads 
Instructional load for full-time and adjunct faculty is defined in the Administrative Rules.  Full-time 

faculty are obligated to teach 15.0 LEH in the Fall and Spring Semesters.  They are eligible to teach an 

overload of 3.0 LEH per semester should they wish to do so.  Full-time faculty wishing to teach more 

than 18.0 LEH must have permission from the Dean. 

Instructional load for adjunct faculty depends on their classification such as MSTA, Highest Priority to 

Hire, etc.  The Department Chair will determine eligibility for each adjunct faculty member and enter the 

status on the e-staffing system.  Occasionally shortage of available faculty makes it necessary to offer 

adjunct faculty an overload.  All overloads for adjunct faculty must be requested in writing to the Dean 

by the Department Chair.  The Dean will forward the request to the Executive Vice President for 

Academic Affairs, who is responsible for approving the request. 

Keys 
You may obtain a Key Request form through Campus Police, your instructional area, or the Campus 

Administrative offices.  The form must be signed by the Supervisor and the Campus Manager.  You may 

then obtain a key from the Campus Police office.  If you will not be returning to the Campus the 

following semester, you must return your key to the Campus Police office at the end of the current 

semester. 

Mentoring 
All new faculty, both full-time and adjuncts, shall be assigned a mentor during the faculty's first 

semester at ACC.  Any faculty member can request a mentor from the Department Chair.  Likewise, the 

Department Chair can, at his or her discretion, assign a mentor to any faculty member.  Definition and 

procedure is described in the Administrative Rules. http://www.austincc.edu/hr/profdev/mentoring.php 

Office Hours 
Full-time faculty must “schedule a minimum of five regularly scheduled office hours *per week+, 

and make an additional five office hours available to students by appointment *per week+.” This 

requirement applies to Fall and Spring Semesters, as well as to the Summer session in which full-

time teaching faculty are on a 10.5-month contract.  Full-time faculty teaching overloads during 

the Fall, Spring, or Summer Semesters are required to hold one office hour per week for each 3 

LEH taught.   In addition, for any faculty member who teaches a Distance Learning course, office 

hours commensurate with the time that would have been spent in the classroom must be added 

to the above.  For example, a 3 LEH class that meets for two and a half hours a week during the 

16-week semester requires two and a half hours of additional posted office hours per week 

when it’s being taught as a Distance Learning class.  The same 3 LEH class would meet for eight

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hours a week in a short summer session requires eight hours of commensurate office hours per 

week when it’s being taught as a Distance Learning class.  

 
Adjunct faculty must schedule one hour per week of office hours for each section taught.  For 

any adjunct faculty member who teaches a Distance Learning course, office hours 

commensurate with the time that would have been spent in the classroom must be added to 

the above.  For example, a 3 LEH class that meets for two and a half hours a week during the 16-

week semester requires two and a half hours of additional posted office hours per week when 

it’s being taught as a Distance Learning class.  A 3 LEH class that meets for eight hours per week 

in a short summer session requires eight hours of posted office hours per week when it’s being 

taught as a Distance Learning class 

Office hours, office location, instructor phone number and email address must all be publicized 

to students through the course syllabus, the instructional web page, and the online course 

schedule, and must be posted outside the office each semester.  For information about how to 

develop an instructional Web page, visit the Instructional Resources & Technology Web 

Development page (http://irt.austincc.edu/webdev /).  

Parking 
Parking permits are $10 per fiscal year and can be purchased in the Cashier's Office or by payroll 

deduction. Once you pay for your permit or complete the form for payroll deduction, go to the Campus 

Police Office to pick up your actual permit. 

Petty Cash Reimbursement 
Faculty who purchase items such as books, office supplies, and other miscellaneous items for the 

department can be reimbursed through the petty cash system.  Faculty should obtain permission from 

the budget authority (Department Chair) before making the purchase.  To obtain reimbursement, the 

Petty Cash form must be completely filled out and the original receipt attached.  Sales tax will not be 

reimbursed.  The budget authority and Dean must sign the form.  Purchases of $30.00 or more must be 

submitted to the Accounts Payable office at the Service Center.  The reimbursement check will be 

mailed to the purchaser. For purchases under $30.00 take your signed form with documentation to the 

cashier’s office for payment.   http://www3.austincc.edu/it/eforms/forms_int/BUSE.005.pdf  

Professional Development 
ACC requires that all faculty members participate in faculty development activities.  Full-time faculty are 

expected to complete 12 clock hours and adjunct faculty are expected to complete 4 clock hours.

Substitute Teachers 
If an instructor is planning to miss a class because of a conference or other approved absence, the 

instructor is responsible for finding a substitute.  Substitute pay is set during the budget approval 

process and is currently $31.00 per hour.  The instructor must provide the following information to the 

Department Chair's staff so the proper paperwork can be completed to process payment to the 

substitute:  names of both instructors, days and times of class/es missed, and the reason for needing a 

substitute. 

 

Supplies 
Basic classroom supplies such as chalk and dry erase markers are available from the Campus Manager's 

office at each campus.  All other supplies, such as pens, note pads, etc., can be requested through the 

Department Chair's staff.  Transparencies are available in the campus duplication centers or in the 

Department Chair's offices, depending on the policy at each campus. 

 

Travel 
Limited funds are available in the Dean’s budget to reimburse faculty members for in-district (mileage) 

and out-of-district travel.  Funds for reimbursement will be disbursed on a first-come-first-served basis.  

To make sure more faculty get opportunities to travel to conferences, Arts and Humanities limits each 

request to $500.00.  Requests to attend conferences should be made as early as possible using the 

Request for Travel form http://www3.austincc.edu/it/eforms/forms_int/BUSE.004.pdf 

 

In-District Travel 

In-district travel (mileage) is reimbursed at a rate of $.585 per mile to full-time faculty who must 

travel from campus to campus for the purpose of teaching classes or from campus to HBC to 

attend required meetings or workshops.  Mileage is never reimbursed from home to campus or 

HBC, or vice versa.  Monthly Mileage Reports forms are available online 

http://www3.austincc.edu/it/eforms/forms_int/BUSE.010.pdf  The form must be submitted to 

the Dean at the end of each month.  Totals less than $30.00 will be reimbursed from the 

Cashier’s office on each campus, and totals more than $30.00 will be reimbursed by check 

http://www3.austincc.edu/it/eforms/forms_int/BUSE.010.pdf
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mailed to the faculty member’s home.  These funds are limited and it is possible that request 

exceed the budget. 

 

Out of District Travel 

Funds for all workshops, conferences, etc., must be requested at least 10 workdays in advance 

using the Request for Travel form.  This form is available at 

http://www3.austincc.edu/it/eforms/forms_int/BUSE.004.pdf 

 

The form must be completely filled out in order to be processed.  Include a copy of the material 

describing the reason for travel.  Send the completed form and accompanying materials to the 

Department Chair.  The Department Chair will determine if the request is applicable to the 

faculty member’s area of teaching.  If deemed applicable, the request will be forwarded to the 

Dean.  The Dean will then make the decision of whether or not to fund the request.  Please note 

that no additional amount above the amount requested on the request form will be 

reimbursed. 

 

After the Dean approves the request, a confirmation copy will be sent to the requestor. Please 

note that the district requires original receipts and materials for all expenses, except for per 

diem meal costs. 

 

 Airline Tickets – Best if purchased by you ahead of time.  Although airlines promise that 
a fare will be available for a month or more, the price is only good until the seats are 
sold, which is often before your request makes it through the approval process.  This 
happens especially when a specific flight is priced through an airline.  Please note that 
any cost overruns on airline tickets will come out of the request for hotel and meals. 

 Conference Registration – If you would like the Division to prepay your registration, 
please send the following items with your request:  a fully completed registration form, 
the deadline for registration, mailing address, name of person or organization to whom 
the check should be made out to, and a personal check for any meals or banquets you 
are required to pay for in advance.  Allow two weeks before a deadline for processing. 

 

When your travel is completed you have 14 days to submit the following to the dean: 

 A completed Out-of-district Travel Reimbursement Voucher

 Your original airline ticket (or boarding pass in the case of ticketless travel) 

 Your original hotel bill 

 All original receipts for ground travel (taxi, shuttle, etc.) 

 A name badge or program from the conference (originals) 

 A registration receipt (if you paid your own registration) 

 Meal receipts if you received permission for actual expenses for meals. 
 

If the total amount of your request was not approved, you need only turn in the receipts for the 

items for which you will be reimbursed, along with proof of attendance.

Withdrawals 

Faculty-Initiated Withdrawals – Online Services 

Faculty are able to withdraw students electronically using ACC Faculty Online.  The Online Services menu 

reflects an option for Instructor-initiated withdrawal.

Withdrawals may be submitted anytime after the start of the course.   

 

Reason Code:  The withdrawal of any student requires you to choose a reason code from a drop 

down menu on the system.   

 

Withdrawal Deadline:  Withdrawal deadlines are published in the academic calendar.  Faculty 

may not submit withdrawals after the published withdrawal deadline.    

 

No Online Reinstatement:  After a student has been withdrawn, faculty will not be able to 

reinstate him through online services.  As in the past, the reinstatement of any student must be 

done by petition to the Registrar. 

 

Print Withdrawal Page:  Your class roster, available in Online Services, will reflect the 

withdrawals you’ve made and show those students as ‘dropped’.  We suggest that you print a 

copy of the final roster once the withdrawal deadline has passed as this is your only record of 

the students who have been dropped.  

 

Paper Withdrawal Form:  If you wish, you may still complete the paper withdrawal form instead 

of using the online process.

 Choose semester 

 Choose class 

 Check the name of the student to be withdrawn
