5. Registration Review Items (All)

a.  Spreadsheet with all items submitted to date were distributed and discussed by committee.

b. Chair will continue to receive other campuses’ submissions and will send final copy to the ACC department or staff member responsible for review and response.  .
6. Ad Hoc Sub-Committee: Registration Calendar Change (Linda Kluck)

a. Sub-committee will begin meeting in late September/early October. Te charge of the committee will be to implement a registration calendar that ends all registration activity, including schedule changes (add/drop) prior to the start of classes for each teaching session.

b. Members of the sub-committee will be the same sub-committee that reviewed and changed the registration calendar for FY10, in addition to any current ARC members who would like to participate.    

c. Ad Hoc Sub-Committee will draft a recommendation and sent back to the ARC for further review and recommendation to all employee associations and to the Student Services Council.

7. Student-Initiated Course Withdrawals Online (Kathleen Christensen)
a. Discussion about students being able to withdraw from classes using Online Services up through the final withdrawal deadline. Concerns were discussed about financial aid, six-withdrawal limits, TSI, International students etc. Students need some type of intervention before being able to withdraw online.

b. Concerns raised about the system programming needed to put a full electronic intervention form and information in the middle of the Online Services workflow.  This was a concern of the student intervention strategies committee that was charged with recommendations about online withdrawals in 2005.  That committee’s recommendation was to defer student-initiated online withdrawals until a full electronic intervention could be built into the Online Services workflow.  

c. A recommendation will be drafted and sent to Student Access and Success Committee for further discussion and recommendation.

8. Future of Printed Course Schedules (Patty Scogin)

a. Printed spring course schedules will arrive in November, just prior to the start of new student registration. Marketing is working toward a new proposal to cease the printing of course schedule by fall 2010.  The proposal will be to produce a registration guide that will replace the course schedule..
