BIO 2993 -- Survey of Infectious Diseases

Common Course Objectives

1. Having a previous microbiology course as a prerequisite, students will
review and update their content knowledge of microbiology using the World
Wide Web as the major source of information. This course will be entirely
online, so students can complete this course from their computer without
having to travel to classes.

2. Students will develop and use Internet search strategies to study
infectious diseases and in doing so, become familiar with infectious disease
sites where the latest information is readily available.

3. Students will develop problem solving and critical thinking skills using
an online directed research and case study approach.

4. Students will explore selected infectious disease sites and write a brief
description of the main infectious disease topics found there and at another
site they discover as the Internet is explored.

5. Students will research selected diseases and review the disease and its
pathogenic processes (including current outbreaks and control procedures)
with at least five valid online references.

6. Students will review examples of case studies, and then solve two online
case studies, giving appropriate online references with answers.

7. Students will research, prepare, and document their own case study,
using appropriate online references. This will include the case study and
the solution.

8. Students will learn to submit all work electronically (through email),
and most of the projects will be posted on the course web site so students
can learn from their peers.
