Advisory Board Members,
Thank you very much if you were able to attend the advisory Board meeting on October 11th, many people were not able to attend so we would like to get your feedback over the curriculum changes through e-mail.  
 
The first item is the addition of BITC 1291 Biotechnology Preparatory course as a prerequisite to the program in the Certificate and AAS Degree.  This course is designed to recruit underserved students into the industry.  We are currently looking for Industry members who would like to discuss further the possibility of hiring these students for entry level positions in the company.  The class will qualify a student for basic media prep, filling, QC inspecting and compounding.  
 
Second, we are going to offer an Advanced Technical Degree to streamline students that already have a degree in a science.  This is simply a repackaging of courses; we have added Introduction to Biotechnology, QA for the Biosciences and replaced Microbiology in the place of Organic I in the previous version sent out.  
 
Third, departmental approval will now be required to register for Introduction to Biotechnology.  This will enable the department to better advise students entering the program.
