	Per email from Dr. Kinslow: SGA officers reported problems with cars not stopping at stop signs at NRG.  They requested speed bumps at these stop signs.  Campus Police have concurred with this request, and have indicated that there is a problem with vehicles making illegal left turns onto Metric Blvd.  SGA Officers also requested flashing lights and re-striping of crosswalks in streets at RGC and speed bumps on Rio Grande Avenue.
In response to these requests, Facilities & Construction will examine the feasibility of installing speed bumps to slow traffic approaching stop signs at NRG, and reconfiguring the driveway at Metric Blvd to preclude left turns.  The Campus Master Plan for NRG will probably indicate that additional driveways should be constructed to diffuse the peak traffic flow and reduce wait times for drivers.
Facilities & Construction has already contacted traffic engineers at the City of Austin, requesting a traffic study to determine whether one or more enhanced crosswalks would be warranted at RGC.  If the study indicates that it is warranted, the flashing lights can be installed.

	BOT Agenda Item 8330.  The implementation plan, as approved by the Board of Trustees, was presented by Bill Mullane.  Discussion included an explanation of the Public Facilities Corporation which has been proposed to fund acquisition of land and construction of new campuses.

Also discussed were the Campus Master Plans.  Facilities & Construction prefers to use these as a strategic planning tool to develop a systematic approach to correcting major deficiencies, both structural and programmatic, in a building-by-building process across the District.  This approach is expected to minimize the overall disruption to instruction, but it requires adding new space early in the process.
