VOCABULARY BASICS BY NADELL, JOHNSON AND LANGAN
COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course teaches reading strategies through a variety of interactive activities.  Students work with partners to reinforce language and to help each other learn.  Reading skills are supported through careful progression of activities.  Pre-reading activities help students get started.  The telling and retelling component gives students a real purpose for reading.  Fundamental reading strategies, such as skimming to find the main idea and scanning for details, are introduced.  The goal is to develop students’ confidence as readers and to build vocabulary in a supportive environment with the help of interesting exercises.  Students will learn 240 critical words through an intensive words-in-context approach: each new word is presented in seven different settings.

ATTENDANCE:
