COURSE DESCRIPION/RATIONALE: This class is the exit level course in a sequence of four ESOL reading courses. It is designed to prepare students for reading in college courses and the workplace. Emphasis is on critical and analytical skills, and advanced reading strategies for reading college-level textbooks, novels and periodicals. Students will continue to expand their vocabulary. 

INSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES:  This course will help you:

· Practice, continue to develop and refine skills presented in prior ESOL reading courses; 

· Learn literary terms and apply them to a text; 

· Distinguish between main idea and supporting details;

· Distinguish between fact and opinion;

· Expand vocabulary using context clues to discover the meaning of unfamiliar words;

· Learn strategies for inferring meaning;

· Become independent reader

METHODOLOGY: Activities will include: lecture, collaborative/cooperative small group work and pair work and discussion.
