You will also need to be familiar with the onset, peak, and duration of the insulins specified below.  The exam will have 14 calculations and 6 theory items; a calculator will be provided for your use. Please note that the pharmacology exam may be administered using computerized testing.

Brush up on your calculations and formulas for rounding, regulating IV drip and flow rates, and practice your critical thinking skills as you study.
