Genetic Disease Presentation/Poster Instructions Using Power Point
1. Please cover the following topics when applicable. Use separate slides for each subheading:

a. Identification of the disease and your full name (title slide)
b. Symptoms 

c. Inheritance (dominant, recessive, penetrance, confined to a particular part of the world or nationality etc.)

d. Historical Importance (e.g. highly prevalent as a result of natural selection?)

e. Treatment of Disease (include past, present treatments leading into the next subtopic Future trends)

f. Future trends (identification, treatment etc)

g. References

2. Remember to add pictures to your Power Point!

140 points for the presentation (Twenty points possible per topic)
3. After completing your Powerpoint presentation e-mail your presentation to Dr. Fletcher at linneaf@austincc.edu.  Please remember to include “BIOL 2316 Genetics Poster” in the subject line. You cannot post the presentation yourself (0 point credit if you do)

4.  Once your poster is submitted, Dr. Fletcher will post the poster

5. Please check every couple of days to see if your poster has been posted.  When it has, go the Discussions Board folder and enter the Questions and Answers Forum.

6. Dr. Fletcher will start the thread for your poster/presentation with a question. Please answer it. This will be question 1 and you will provide answer 1/ 

7. After the thread is established, it is time for everyone to start asking the one question for five different posters.  You do this by selecting the thread in the discussion group and replying to the request for questions.  Make sure you select the thread that is asking for questions.  Put the title of the poster and what number of which question you are asking in the subject line.  (You should have 5 questions by the end of looking at the posters.)  Please limit each poster to having 6 questions (including the instructor’s question).  If you see a poster that already has 6 questions find another poster to ask a question.  If you ask more questions than appropriate, your question will be DELETED by the instructor and the person hosting the presentation SHOULD NOT answer those questions. If your poster is posted last etc then you as the host may have to post questions and answers to get the required number of questions. DO NOT ask the instructor to post your presentation after the due date, as the answer will be NO.
8. Last you need to answer the questions submitted to each of your posters.  You do this by selecting the reply listing the question that has been submitted.  See the example for clarification.  Make sure to put the title of the poster and what number question you are answering in the subject line and the answer to the question in the message portion.  Once you have answered all the questions for your poster you are done.

9. Write a short summary of your poster/presentation (1 to 2 pages). PLEASE do not copy your presentation word for word; email it  to instructor as the instructor WILL not accept that summary. 20 Points—NOTE there is a possibility of 200 points total
