3. Reflection

d. What areas do you continue to feel weak in?
e. The reflection should be a minimum of 1 page, although I would expect, after all the areas in number 3 are addressed, that it would be 2 to 3 pages. 
f. Formatting of reflection:   double spaced, 1 inch margins, Times Roman with a 12 point font.
