	14. If the collection device has an additive, mixes the blood by firmly tapping the container on a hard surface.
	
	

	15. Collects a sufficient quantity of blood.
	
	

	16. After collection applies pressure to the puncture site with a biowipe, has patient assist if possible.
	
	

	17. Labels tubes correctly with all required information.
	
	

	18. Labels tubes immediately after collection.
	
	

	19. Inspects puncture site to make sure bleeding has stopped, applies bandage if necessary.
	
	

	20. Discards used materials in the appropriate receptacle (biohazard or regular trash).
	
	

	21. Disinfects work area.
	
	

	22. Removes gloves and immediately washes or disinfects hands.
	
	

	23. Leaves patient courteously.
	
	

	24. Checks to make sure there are no clots in additive tube.
