The Magnaprobe is a highly sensitive probe for studying three-dimensional magnetic force fields.
Theory

When the probe’s magnet is placed in a magnetic field, it rotates to align with the magnetic field lines in all three dimensions. The ends of each probe magnet are painted to distinguish the direction of the field.
