2. Student Initiated Withdrawal Update – Kathleen Christensen
Comments from APTE and the faculty were distributed, read and discussed.  The following was approved:
Implementation of an automated system whereby eligible students may withdraw on-line from their credit courses, whereby “eligible” students will be determined by an hoc committee of faculty, students, and staff.
3. Drug Free Workplace Policy, attached – Cheryl Richard, Jorge Lynch

Jorge presented the Drug Free Workplace document.  The Council approved the document for distribution to students and staff, which is a federal requirement.  The Council expressed appreciation to Jorge and the Student Rights and Responsibilities Committee (SRRC) for the excellent, and thorough quality of the document.
4. Freedom of Expression, attached, for approval, accompanying procedure, attached – Louella Tate, Virginia Fraire
The Freedom of Expression Administrative Rule was approved.  The procedures were not discussed.  The procedures need to be updated to reflect the Administrative Rule.
5. Impact of American with Disabilities Act As Amended (ADAAA) regulations – Steve Christopher

Steve presented a “heads-up” to the new issues that have emerged from the AdAAA:

· Less reliance on diagnostic evaluations as a requirement for the provision of services

· Tighter definition, but likely expanded use of “service animals” as an accommodation

· Expanded definition and use of self-propelled mobility devices as an appropriate accommodation

· Overall focus on “accessibility”, especially electronic information and communication

6. Form Task Force on Students, not enrolled, but close to graduation
