Announcement of the I Am ACC campaign turning inward to faculty and staff.  Announcement of the 
search for a school mascot. 

Highlights:  
1) Avy Gonzalez with Student Government had the idea of creating a committee to build school spirit; separately Brette 
Lea and Marketing department have been working on building a college going career.  Together, they are launching a 
Mascot search.  2) Phase 1 which has just begun is to get ideas on what type of mascot and name ACC should have.  Back 
in the 1970’s ACC actually had a mascot which was an eagle.  The last day to submit an idea for a mascot will be at the 



holiday party December 4th.  These will be narrowed down to 10 entries.  3) Phase 2 will involve presenting 3 to 5 of the 
entries to the Board for approval 4) Phase 3 will be electronic voting.   
The entry with the most vote wins. 5) Phase 4 is the revelation of the chosen mascot at a special event  
 
Other business:  The Marketing department is working on developing regular updates to keep us better informed of 
happenings at the college.  Example: Feature Story on main page.  Students may still submit their story for the I Am ACC 
campaign.  Christina Michura suggested creating a marketing piece business card with the url for the I Am ACC submission 
form.
