Prior to formal discussion of the CCSSE, Soon Merz expressed the need to do a national survey using the Noel-Levitz Survey of Student Satisfaction instead of   The Gulf Coast Survey that has been used in the past by the college.  The new survey will allow comparisons against national data. She initially recommended the Noel-Levitz survey to Dr. Kinslow; however, he wanted review by SASC before using.  Soon recommended the in class survey. The survey is administered in class and measures other factors that CCSSE does not cover.  Various faculty members expressed concerns about the length of time needed in class to administer the instrument. A vote on a recommendation that ACC use the Noel-Levitz Survey will be held at the October 12 meeting.

Rich Griffiths explained the Power Point presentation of CCSSE surveys with the outcomes from students and faculty.  There was a 42% response rate from faculty.  The survey will be benchmarked.  Tobin Quereau asked for a subcommittee to look at the data.  The subcommittee includes Cathy Angel, Mike Reid and Stewart Sachers.

The CCSSE survey is a snapshot of where we are.  The committee will look at what we need to target.  And, look at ways to make immediate and significant changes.  Mike Reid suggested we put an article in ACCENT that we used survey data to implement change.

As backdrop for the discussion of the survey results and their impact on the develop of goals, Richard shared the College Mission Statement and the President’s/Board Priorities for discussion. 
K.Leigh mentioned the need to identify value added outcomes for students when making changes and students should be consulted to see what their perceptions really are.
