Texts/Materials: NA - provided by sponsor as appropriate.
Course Description: The student will work for the sponsoring business, agency, etc., 20 hours per week to learn the duties and methods used in that branch of the environmental community.
Instructional Methodology:  The students under the supervision of the sponsoring entity will become familiar with the duties and techniques of the business, agency, or organization wherein they work, as well as the nature of working in the environmental community in general.  The student will become familiar with job opportunities and the local contacts in the environmental market. 

Course Objectives:  

The purpose of the internship is to instruct the student in the skills and duties of the business or agency in which they are working. 

Class Rationale: 

The internship will make the student familiar with the aspects of the environmental duties, skills, and functions of the sponsoring organization in order to prepare them for work in the environmental field by giving them working experience in the discipline.
Prerequisites:

Students are eligible for an internship if they are in the final semester(s) of completing an associate of applied science degree or one of the profession certificates in the Environmental Science and Technology Department

Class schedule:  TBA - the student will work 20 hours per week with the sponsoring institution at a time and place determined by the sponsor.  

Grading Policy for Introduction to Environmental Field Methods

A briefing paper of two to three pages will be submitted at the end of the internship to summarize the experience and outline the duties and skills learned.  A record of the weekly hours will also be required from the sponsoring institution.
