PREREQUISITE: ESOL Assessment OR grade of C or better in ESOL 0343/COMG 3041

COURSE DESCRIPTION/RATIONALE:

Designed for advanced ESOL students.  Course emphasizes speaking and listening to formal American English used in college and work settings.  There will be continued practice on academic listening and note-taking skills as well as exposure to real-life formal talks and college lectures.  Class activities include group discussions, listening to lectures and taking notes and giving presentations.  Weekly listening quizzes are also part of the course as well as further work on pronunciation problems, including intonation, emphasis and pitch.  Class is repeatable up to 6 credit hours.

ATTENDANCE:

If you must be absent from class, it is your responsibility to find out what work you missed in class, as well as any homework assignments and announcements about tests.  If possible, contact your instructor by email as soon as you know that you will be absent from class.  All of the homework assignments will be posted on Blackboard.  Absences will reduce your Attendance Grade. Every time you are absent 5 points will be taken off your attendance grade.

EXCESSIVE TARDINESS:

Students who enter class late disrupt what we are doing. Two instances of excessive tardiness (40 minutes or more) will be counted as an absence. Tardiness will reduce your Attendance Grade.  Depending on how late you are, (1-5) points will be taken off your attendance grade.  

LANGUAGE POLICY:

English is the language of instruction and the only language to be spoken in the classroom.  When you speak any language other than English in the classroom, it affects everyone who speaks and understands that language.  This might interfere with other students’ progress in this course.  Using a language other than English in the classroom WILL reduce your Class Participation Grade.

CELL PHONES and ELECTRONIC DEVICES:

These devices are disruptive to class. As a courtesy to your classmates and your teacher, please turn off during class.  If you must leave your cell phone on, please answer the phone outside of the classroom and leave your phone on vibrate.  If you have to send a text, please text outside the classroom.

SCHOLASTIC DISHONESTY: 

Students must do their own work and submit only their own work on examinations, reports, and projects, unless otherwise permitted by the instructor.  (Student Handbook 2010-2011: 34). 

Any assignment must be done 100% by the student turning it in.  If a student turns in work that has been copied from another source, it is considered scholastic dishonesty.  Academic penalties for scholastic dishonesty include grade penalties, withdrawal from the course, requirement that specific course work be redone, requirement that extra coursework is done, and/or that certain course work be done under circumstances different from those previously announced or those required of other students in class.  A student who is guilty of scholastic dishonesty may receive a permanent notation on the academic transcript which would be seen by institutions, such as potential employers, who require transcripts from students. 

Academic Freedom:  Each student is strongly encouraged to participate in class. In any classroom situation that includes discussion and critical thinking, there are bound to be many differing viewpoints. These differences enhance the learning and create 

an atmosphere where students and instructors alike will be encouraged to think and learn. On sensitive and volatile topics, students may sometimes disagree not only with each other but also with the instructor. It is expected that faculty and students will respect the views of others when expressed in classroom discussions.
