Lesson 1 – Brain Characteristics - Script
Objective: discover brain characteristics.

Assessment: How do age and maturity of the brain affect the ability to learn?

Limit: time only for 30-40 minutes. How to best use the time and resources for the objective and student outcome. Don't assume that students don't know anything...What do students already know?

board, overhead, chart paper - left, right, age maturity and growth, effects of poor nutrition, drugs, injury...

Finding resources: Google gives 3,050,000 hits for brain characteristics

Limit: resources in classroom....textbook visual only...label the brain, if that's the objective...make a model of the brain...use of computer or video to provide more sensory interaction with learning styles...auditory narrative with text (Alda).

Make up your mind...teaching guide available for differentiation
Stroop Effect - John Ridley Stroop first reviewed this phenomenon in a Ph.D. 

thesis published in 1935, and over 700 articles have been written about it since. Current theories on the Stroop effect emphasize the interference that automatic processing of words has on the more "effortful" task of just naming the colors. The task of selecting an appropriate response—when given two conflicting conditions—has tentatively been located in a part of the brain called the anterior cingulate. This region lies between the right and left halves of the frontal portion of the brain, and is involved in a wide range of thought processes and emotional responses.
