	WLDG 1435 - Introduction to Pipe Welding -- API 1104 (4-3-3)

	An introduction to welding of pipe using the shielded metal arc welding process (SMAW), including electrode selection, equipment setup, and safe shop practices. Emphasis on weld positions 1G, 2G, and 5G using various electrodes in accordance with American Petroleum Institute API-1104: Standard for Welding Pipelines and Facilities.

	WLDG 2406 - Intermediate Pipe Welding -- ASME Section IX (4-3-3)

	A comprehensive course on the welding of pipe using the shielded metal arc welding (SMAW) process. Position of welds will be 1G, 2G, 5G, and 6G using various electrodes in accordance with the American Society of Mechanical Engineers' Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code, Section IX. Topics covered include electrode selection, equipment setup, and safe shop practices.

	WLDG 2431 - Advanced Blueprint Interpretation and Cost Analysis (4-3-3)

	A continuation of the Blueprint for Welders course (WLDG 1413). Emphasis placed on inspection, cost analysis, and estimating, including instruction in basic drafting skills. Instruction in pipe template and layout development using software employed by the pipe detailing industry. Course includes components in both the computer design of piping assemblies, as well as the actual welding of those assemblies. Students will learn cost analysis by creating spreadsheets using Microsoft Excel and word processing by creating contract proposals using Microsoft Word. This course meets the college's computer literacy requirement for the Associate of Applied Science degrees in Welding Technology.
