Outline of the session

3. How students react to this activity

4. Discuss the Instructor pages for 3.1.1, discuss rich tasks, scaffolding, descriptions of what to make sure is said in the summaries, and the homework.
5. Participations work in groups:   Activity: In groups, participants brainstorm and discuss places in which they could enrich their course by using a rich task early which gives an opportunity to have students begin thinking about a major concept earlier than usual.
