Ann Dillon reported that anecdotal comments suggest that the students have a positive attitude about the paired study skills and math course.  The instructors analyzed the students’ persistence rate from the past three semesters and the persistence rate is very high for all the semesters studied. (Report presented at the meeting)
The Academic Triangle Faculty analyzed the data for the past three semesters.  The completion rate showed the completion rate for 76% and 83% enrolled at ACC in the subsequent semester. (Report presented at the meeting)

Hybrid courses - (report presented at the meeting) – Conclusion – The hybrid course was as successful as the instructor’s previous standard face-to-face classes in reaching departmental objectives

Paired Courses – Psychology/Reading – Instructor concluded that the students had very positive attitudes toward the course and that the success was due to the fact that both instructors worked closely to help the students succeed.

English/Writing Community – The one year pilot met it’s objectives and the were successful in completing both courses.

Bridge program – summer, 2008 – The enrollment was lower, but most students moved up a level or exited remediation after completing the course.
